The Big Noise in
Davis Shores

On July 4, 2020, a caravan exceeding a city block in length
followed the St. Augustine Tea Party’s Dartmouth into the
quiet residential area in St. Augustine, Florida, known as
Davis Shores. It’s the abode of the City of St. Augustine’s
elitist government officials.

The procession transformed the normally serene
neighborhood into a traffic jam, with horns blasting

On July 4, 2020, between 50 And 100 local St. Johns County
residents responded to a call from Saving Southern Heritage
Florida (SSHF) which is based in the Tampa, Florida area.

Edgerton, a former NAACP President from North Carolina and

. current Civil Rights activist, traveled a considerable distance to
promote the saving of our Veteran’s Memorial. The Monument
has been standing in St. Augustine’s historic Plaza De La
Constitucion since 1879.

: The St. Augustine Tea Party’s (SATP) members also showed their
support for the preservation of our historic Monument. The Tea Party positioned their Dartmouth, pictured
above, at the Plaza.
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The City Commissioners voted to relocate the Monument on June 22, 2020.
However, those familiar with its construction know that this is an
impossible task. As a result, two lawsuits have been filed. One is in the
process of being re-filed; the SATP is one of a number of Plaintiffs on the
lawsuit.

The Monument site has been the scene of numerous demonstrations
promoting the retention of the Monument in the Plaza De La Constitucion
since the decision to remove it was made. Each protest is expanding in
intensity. What is significant is that the protesters are local St. Johns County
residents. They are not like the hired Black Lives Matter activists from
Jacksonville and the uninformed students, who are temporary residents,
from nearby Flagler College.

The
City then proceeded to require the mandatory use of masks in inside spaces within the City limits. These
destructive policies were combined with the decision to destroy the oldest Veteran’s Memorial in the State of
Florida at the demands of communist agitators.

On July 26, 2020, American patriots
assembled at the Plaza De La
Constitucion in greater numbers than

have ever been seen before, perhaps
as many as 300. It was just the last of a \y.

series of demonstrations that have been TCCR Staff photo
taking place since July 1, 2020. Conservatives are rising up to resist conditions, in St. Augustine Florida, which
are no longer acceptable. On the 14th of June, a demonstration by Communist inspired Black Lives Matter
protesters, imported from other cities and led by community organizer, Ron Rawls from Gainesville, occurred
in the Historic District. Ron Rawls attempted to incite a riot calling for violence in St. Augustine, Florida. This
occurred while the City Police Chief, Fox and the Mayor, Tracy Upchurch stood by and observed. On June 22,
2020, the City Commission approved a measure that will result in the destruction of a monument located in
the Plaza which has been there since 1879. It is a target that Rawls and City Manager, John Reagan, have
focused on for the past three years.

The idea of violence occurring in the Historic District and the willful destruction of Historic Veterans memorials
is just too much to bear for the conservative element that surrounds the left wing politics of the central city.
The family names on the monument in question go back for many generations and those families still reside
here. People treasure history in the St. Augustine area and many people move here because of it. The City
makes its living off of the tourists that come here for historic reasons. Revisionary history designed to support
an alien political philosophy, namely Marxism and Communism, is not acceptable to Americans and will not be
tolerated according to those who assembled in the Plaza this past month.
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The demonstration on the 26" of July, however, was different than the previous appearances because another
group was also present.

The Women’s March made their first appearance in St.

Over the years,
elements of the Town Crier Committee, a Committee
of the St. Augustine Tea Party, has engaged them,
always being outnumbered. Since the initial march the
group’s influence has dwindled. On the 26"of July,
they organized in Davis shores and marched across the
Bridge of Lions. This is the first time they have

TCCR Staff Photo experienced overwhelming opposition. The group was
made up of white females and Flagler College students. On the 26thofJuIy, there were approximately only 25
people, based on counts made from photographs.

The events of the past month clearly show that Patriots in the St. Johns County area are beginning to take to
the streets in defense of their culture, their values and their Liberty. The Tea Party was just one of numerous
groups who confronted the Women’s March. This was the first time that this group was vastly outnumbered
by the Patriot’s. When the tactics used by the communists were applied to them, as described in Alinsky’s
Rules for Radicals, they simply had no defense for it. After several attempts of engagement they broke up,
leaving just two College Students at the end. Imagine bullhorns in conservative hands. This communist
inspired and Islamic inspired group was crushed.

The astonishing and sudden surge of people ready to stand up and challenge Communist groups in the streets
of our cities, is from the growing awareness that “We the People” must do this if the Nation is to survive as a
republic based on our Nation’s founding principles.
